The abstract needs to be prepared in A4 paper size with the margins set at 2.5 cm. The maximum number of content pages is limited to two. The authors are strongly suggested to use this template.
The title of the abstract should be typed using 14 pt “Times New Roman” UPPERCASE bold font. The names of the authors, their affiliation and the main text of the document should be typed using 11, 10, and 11 pt “Times New Roman” font, respectively. There should be a blank line between the blocks. 
In order to submit your abstract, please follow the instructions on the conference website:  ende2026.sciencesconf.org. The deadline for submission of the abstract is December 15, 2025. Accepted abstracts will be notified to the corresponding author of the abstract by email by February 10, 2026. 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Main body
Text blocks should be left justified; figures, captions and equations should be center justified. Authors can include equations, figures and/or tables if they are referred to within the text, e.g. Figure 1. Figure and table captions should be typed using 10 pt “Times New Roman” font. Table contents should share the same size with their caption.
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Figure 1. A figure and caption center justified.
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Table 1. A table and caption center justified.
As the abstracts will be distributed to attendees in electric form, the figures can be prepared in color. References and acknowledgments must be at the end of the abstract, and do not count against the two-page limit.
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
